Congratulations on your decision to become a Buckeye! The Ohio House of Science and Engineering would like to
offer you a $4,500 Choose Ohio First Scholarship. This scholarship will be directly applied to your tuition, fees and
other expenses in three equal installments during your first year.

The Choose Ohio First Scholarships are funded by the State of Ohio with the objective of increasing the number of
science, technology, engineering and math (STEM) graduates and retaining them in jobs within the state.

The OHSE-COFS recipients will be asked to contribute to the programming of the Ohio House of Science and
Engineering. The goals of the OHSE are to:

3. provide a central enterprise where scientists can test their science education ideas without needing to start
from scratch.

5. serve as a model organizational structure to encourage scientists and engineers in both the academic and
private sectors to participate in community engagement.

You are among the fourth class of OHSE-Choose Ohio First Scholarship awardees. All Choose Ohio First
Scholarship recipients must be residents of the State of Ohio. As a recipient of an OHSE-Choose Ohio First
scholarship, you are expected to contribute forty hours per quarter working within the OHSE. Successful academic
performance (GPA > 3.0), remaining in a STEM major and positive performance in the OHSE are the criteria used
to determine continuation of funding. These scholarships are distributed on the condition of continued support of
the COF Scholarship program by the Ohio Board of Regents.
