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Atomic processes are fundamental to spectral formation.

New X-ray observatories have revealed intriguing astrophysical phenomena in immense detail.
Atomic data are therefore crucial to X-ray astronomy but important issues need to be addressed. This
comprehensive Joint Discussion would cover new observations, atomic theory and experiments, and
spectral modelling of astrophysical sources.
